● Sexual harassment: the unwanted conduct of a sexual nature which has the purpose or effect of
violating a person’s dignity, or creating an intimidating, hostile, degrading, humiliating or
offensive environment for them.

● Cyber: posting of inappropriate pictures (including of a sexual nature) or text on websites or
social media that leads to the humiliation of others. Or the use of texting, TikTok, Snapchat,
Whatsapp, Facebook or other social networks to send messages or correspondence to upset or
intimidate other students.

● Child-on-child abuse: any form of physical, sexual, emotional, financial, and/or coercive control
exercised between childr
